The student will apply knowledge, pro-
fessional skills, and direct participation in the proposal
and implementation of plans and strategies, creating so-
lutions to local issues. The teams of students and profes-
sors are interdisciplinary and because of their work with
the community, a B2 level of Spanish is required. PAP are
registered as courses within the ITESO curriculum.
